Field address: Vokkolantie 1, 79100 Leppävirta (on the Vesileppis Spa Hotel area) 
 
Courage test training: Friday 1.8.2025 after all judging and award ceremonies for that day. NOTE – bring 
your own sleeves to the courage test training. 
 
Courage test: Saturday 2.8.2025 in the morning before judging starts. Starting at 9:00. 
 
D-check: After Saturday's judging. 
 
Show tent setup/parking/admission: 
Show tents may only be set up on the track side – NOT ON THE GRASS AREA! Tents can be set up 
already from 31.7.2025 at 17:00. No need to reserve tent spots in advance. 
Parking is free. NOTE ON SUNDAY 3.8: THERE WILL BE A CHILDREN'S FOOTBALL TOURNAMENT AT 
THE SAME TIME – ARRIVE EARLY. THE PARKING WILL BE CROWDED. Free admission for the public. 
 
Cafeteria: There is a cafeteria on site offering savory and sweet snacks. Payment methods: cash, 
MobilePay, and card. Cafeteria open Friday from 8:00, Saturday & Sunday from 7:30. 
 
Dog supplies for sale: Koiranurkka 
 
Arriving with a motorhome/caravan: Book an electric spot at the hotel reception on arrival. If you stay in 
your caravan/car and do not need electricity, you will be assigned a spot by traffic controllers (2 separate 
parking areas, guided by vehicle size – the bowl area for smaller vehicles). Traffic control Fri–Sun between 
7:00–15:00. NOTE: If you arrive already Thursday 31.7.2025, call Nanna at +358 50 593 33 04 when you 
are approaching the show area – we will meet you at the entrance. A parking map is attached. Outside of 
traffic control hours, park according to the map. 
 
Dog trolleys: The traffic controller will assign a spot for your dog trolley upon arrival at the show area. 
NOTE: If you arrive already Thursday 31.7.2025, call Nanna at +358 50 593 33 04 when you are 
approaching the show area – we will meet you at the entrance. Parking map attached. Outside of traffic 
control hours, park according to the map. 
 



 
 

WC/shower: The service building toilets are open 24/7 during 31.7–3.8.2025. Showers are also available in 
the service building at limited times. 
 
Dog photography: An official photographer will be present, taking photos for the SPL magazine. The 
photographer will be wearing a high-visibility vest. Photos will be taken in front of a special photo wall. We 
hope as many as possible get their dog photographed on Friday and Saturday. The photographer is 
present every day from 8:00. 
 
Show dinner 2.8.2025: Saturday at 20:00 at Hotel Vesileppis. You can inquire about dinner cards directly 
from the hotel. 
 
Weather: It looks like the temperature will remain high (+25–30 degrees) during the entire show, so bring 
an umbrella or similar to protect yourself and your dog. The show area is an open sports field. The 
organizer will provide water buckets around the rings.
